You must have led at least thirty named multi-pitch rock climbs of VS,4c standard or above in a minimum of 3 main climbing areas of the UK and Ireland. At least two-thirds of the routes should be on major mountain crags or sea cliffs eg. Moss Ghyll Grooves (Scafell) or Dream of White Horses (Gogarth) and ideally at least ten will have been climbed within the last 12 months.
